
Bus Bar Contact Assembly Instructions
1.     Insert the contact into the D-shaped mounting hole in the bus bar.
2.     Tighten the lock nut provided until the contact is locked securely in place (approximately 70 in-lbs).  Do not grip nose 
        of contact while tightening.  
3.     Slide the connector housing over the contacts until the noses of both contacts snap firmly over the springs in the housing.
4.     The bus bar connector is now secure and ready for use.
